• Hours of distribution are Mondays from 4:00 to 6:00pm, Tuesdays from 9:00 to 11:30am, 

Wednesdays from 1:30 to 3:30pm and Fridays from 1:30 to 3:00pm.  Please call the TEEG office

• Seniors who income qualify may be eligible to receive a Commodity Supplemental Food 

Program box in addition to their monthly distribution.  Ask a staff member for details.
